The
family has a house with an attic full of family treasures and documents. The girls’ mother and
father are university teachers and the family has two pets: a cat and a dog. Alexia loves
playing with them in her free time. She also enjoys visiting her grandparents and listening to
her grandmother’s mysterious stories.

When she was only two, Alexia got seriously ill and spent almost ten months in
hospital. Luckily, she recovered but lost her sight and now she is blind. But despite her
disability Alexia has become fluent in French, English, Spanish and Chinese by the age of 10.
She has an unusual gift for languages and now she is also learning German. Soon, she would
like to start Arabic and Russian. While learning, she uses a special writing system called
Braille.

Alexia has been tri-lingual since birth as her mother is half French and half Spanish,
while her father is English. She started talking and communicating in all three languages
before she lost her sight but adapted quickly to her blindness. By the age of four, she was
reading and writing in Braille. Two years later when she was just six, she asked her parents if
she could learn another language and, strangely enough, she chose Chinese. Her parents were
afraid that it might be too difficult for her, but her grandfather supported her decision.

Last year she won a special award and was invited to the European Parliament. She
enjoyed her visit to Brussels although she needed a permission to get into the parliament
building as she was too young. But she was allowed to work as an interpreter during a very
important meeting. She spent two hours translating from Spanish to English and from French
to English. The speakers used some technical words but she managed to translate them. Other
interpreters were amazed at how well she did. She says that she is determined to become an
interpreter and nothing is going to stop her.
