We saved the best one for last. To stay on track, divide up your main goal of learning a new
language into smaller goals and milestones, and then reward yourself after you reach each one.
Perhaps that means that after you master all the vocabulary in the food and drink category you’ll
finally throw that fancy dinner party you’ve been dreaming about (which doubles as an excuse to
show off your new skills to all your friends). A big reward at the end, such as an international trip,
can certainly be motivating, but don’t forget to also celebrate your small triumphs along the way.
